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Brief Historical Facts Regarding the
Wimbish House and the Atlanta Woman’s

Club By Karen Clydesdale, former BOT Chair and
History Book Committee Member

This is the third installment of historical detail to
appear in all subsequent AWC Newsletters this year, in
preparation for the 2012 publication of A Light on
Peachtree: A History of the Atlanta Woman’s Club, by
Anne B. Jones, Ph.D., with photographs by Aryc Mosher

As we celebrate another birthday this November, |
thought you might enjoy this excerpt from our
forthcoming book on the history of the Atlanta
Woman'’s Club.

According to Wimbish House Archives’ records, “The
Atlanta Woman’s Club was the first club in the State
Federation to create a Good Roads Committee, an
Agricultural Committee, a Committee formed for the
purpose of exploiting the mineral resources of Georgia,
a Committee working towards the establishment of a
municipal employment bureau for the City of Atlanta,
and a committee whose duty it was to censor moving
pictures for children. The first meeting of the Good
Roads Congress, which was held in Atlanta in
November 1914 was at the Atlanta Woman’s Club; said
meeting was held under the auspices of the club.”

Our predecessors were not only very active in the
community but their patriotic spirit was alive and well
also!

Atlanta Woman’s Club projects included the sponsoring
of a series of concerts at Fort McPherson and the
stocking of the base’s reading room. They planned
entertainment for soldiers at Camp Gordon, provided
the camp with magazines, gathered Christmas gifts for
soldiers, sold Red Cross Christmas seals and organized
a Red Cross Auxiliary. The women raised money selling
Georgia State Automobile Association touring books at
the Lakewood race track, while dressed in Red Cross
uniforms.

There are so many wonderful stories in this book about
our club and its members. | hope you are enjoying this
monthly glimpse into our history!

Georgia Justice Project has been named
among the 2011 Top Nonprofits by
Philanthropedia, a nonprofit organization working to
help donors make smarter donations by connecting
them with some of the highest impact nonprofits in a
cause. A group of 127 experts identified Georgia Justice
Project as one of 21 high-impact nonprofits working in
criminal justice in the U.S. on a local/state level.

Philanthropedia is different from other online rating
sites or donation sites because they use experts to
identify high-impact nonprofits. Experts include
foundation professionals, researchers and faculty,
nonprofit senior staff, and other specialists such as
journalists and policy makers.

Expert reviews included comments such as:

“Georgia Justice Project provides full-spectrum
advocacy and representation for people accused of
crimes or otherwise involved in the criminal justice
system.”

“They have been successful in individual
representation and now in working to overcome
collateral consequences of criminal records.”

“GJP's model is holistic- from pre-trial, to trial, to prison
term, and then to re-entry. They engage both lawyers
and social workers to provide services that will
enhance the likelihood of a person's success after
involvement with the criminal justice system.”

AWC continues to support GJP through financial and in-
kind donations and by volunteering at their client
events. For example, once again we will be soliciting
funds and toys for GJP’s Annual Holiday Party, as well
as volunteers from 11 a.m. to 3 p.m. to help with lunch,
crafts, entertainment, and gifts for the children. Please
let me know if you can be available to help.

In October, TFS students met with a representative from
Mercer University. The purpose of his visit was to
introduce TFS seniors to Mercer University and to advise
the students what Mercer would have to offer them
towards fulfilling their academic dreams. During the
meeting, one of the students asked about the
requirements for gaining entrance into Mercer. Mr.
Rodriguez’s stated that with regard to his personal
experience with TFS students, he realizes that there is a
lot of rigor associated with the academic curriculum
taught at TFS. Therefore, all core classes (Math, Science,
English, History, and Foreign language) taught at the
basic level at TFS, will be considered as being taught at
the honors level.

What Are You Reading?

Now that the ESO reading list
requires us to vary our reading
material, | prepared this list of
titles I've enjoyed with the hope that other AWC
members might share their reading experiences, too.

Eats, Shoots & Leaves: The Zero Tolerance Approach To
Punctuation by Lynne Truss — ESO Category #23
"Other." This is an entertainingly well-written book
about punctuation. | pinched it off my sister's
bookshelf in a desperate attempt to find something
that would help me sleep. It didn't really help. | think it

would be difficult to write a funny book about correct
punctuation, but Ms. Truss succeeds.

The Glass Castle by Jeanette Walls — ESO Category 14,
“Parenting & Families.” This is a moving,
autobiographical account of the author's upbringing in a
homeless family.

In Spite of the Gods by Edward Luce — ESO Category 20,
"Travel & Geography." This is a useful guide for visitors
to India. It is less useful as a reference book for tourist
sites than it is a collection of observations and opinions
of a British writer who has lived & worked in India.

Founding Mothers by Cokie Roberts — ESO Category 21
“Women’s History.” Ms. Roberts, a nationally renowned
political commentator on radio and television, is also a
skilled writer. Much is written about the patriots who
built our nation. | think the women who were active
participants in our nation's history were fascinating
personalities. | enjoyed reading this women's history
book.

The Big Short by Michael Lewis — ESO Category #4
“Business & Finance.” This is about the subprime
mortgage industry written for the layman. Mr. Pollan
also wrote Liar’'s Poker, which, like The Big Short, fits
under ESO Category 4. | saw and enjoyed the movie, The
Blind Side which is based on the book of the same title,
also written by Michael Lewis.

The Tipping Point by Malcolm Gladwell — ESO Category
#16 “Public Affairs.” | can't recommend this writer
enough. This bestseller is about societal behavior as it
relates to trends, fads or crazes. It contains
anthropological, sociological, and psychological pieces
which could fit into the Public Affairs category, but could
fit into another category. Far from being a boring non-
fiction book, Mr. Gladwell supplements facts with stories
that are informative as well as interesting. | enjoyed this
so much that, not only did | finish it in less than 2 days [If
| hadn’t had other obligations during those days, | could
have finished it in a day.] but | also read the 2 sequels to
this book. | recommend Blink, which explores what
happens when we develop a "gut reaction" towards
people, places, or things that we can't easily explain. The
third book in this set, Outliers, explores theories about
people who might be considered statistical oddities in
their area but really possess qualities & accomplishments
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that can explain why they stand out in their field. Both
Blink & Outliers are in the same vein as The Tipping
Point, so | think they all belong under ESO Category 16.
All 3 books were so much fun to read that | can
honestly say that | will read anything written by
Malcolm Gladwell.
