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AWC Takes on a “Special Project”

for Tallulah Falls School

The Atlanta Woman’s Club has had a long and
productive history in the relationship with Tallulah
Falls School. From the very beginnings of the school
in 1909, our Club provided desks, benches, tables,
chairs, and blackboards for the original classrooms.
Our members were involved in the procurement of
the school’s first piano and ovens for the school’s
kitchen. Once the school buildings were completed,
our members continued to provide funds to pay
teachers’ salaries, purchase coal to heat and cook
with, food supplies, and students’ school supplies.
These funds were often raised by our Club through
sponsoring operas and recitals in our theater and in
the Wimbish House. Early AWC President, Mrs. John
K. Ottley, was one of the first four school trustees.

This year the TFS Committee has elected to continue
the tradition our Club began 100 years ago by
adopting a TFS Special Project: the refurbishing of
the Trustees’ Cottage on the TFS campus. This
cottage was built in 1925 as a guest house for TFS by
the Board of Trustees. AWC has already begun with
a recent gift of $4,000 to start this renovation.

Mrs. Z.l. Fitzpatrick began living in this cottage in
1932 as a resident Trustee and later as Director of
the School and President of the School Board. The
school would like to restore the cottage to be used
for visiting guest lecturers, artists, and current and
former members of the TFS Board of Trustees.

Just how important IS that call?

Just a quick call to say, “I’'m running late.” Or a short
reminder text to your husband. Maybe a catch-up chat
with a girlfriend... after all, you’re going to be in the car
for a while. Why waste time when you can multi-task?

As it turns out, multi-tasking is a myth.

A driver talking on the phone is 4 times more likely to
cause an accident. If a texter is behind the wheel, a
crash is 8 times more likely. It's called “distracted
driving,” and it’s reaching epidemic levels. Each year,
6,000 people die — and half a million more are injured —
in automobile accidents caused by talking or texting
while driving.

But you're good at it, right? Wrong.

Studies prove that talking and/or texting creates
“inattention blindness,” which significantly increases
reaction time. A driver on the phone reacts about the
same as one who has consumed 4 alcoholic drinks. A
texting driver performs even worse. These accidents

are 100% preventable; yet people who wouldn’t dream
of drinking and driving continue to pick up the phone.
It's becoming an important safety issue. Several states
have imposed bans on texting while driving; others
require drivers to use a hands-free device when talking
on phones. Georgia does neither.
